Students will learn to:

· Tell time to the nearest hour and half hour using approximate language. 
· Identify, describe, and draw triangles, quadrilaterals, pentagons, and hexagons. 

· Use halves, thirds and fourths to partition circles and rectangles.  

· Skip count by 5s, 10s and 100s.    
· Fluently add and subtract numbers to 20 using mental strategies. 
Mental strategies help students make sense of number relationships as they are adding and subtracting within 20. The ability to calculate mentally with efficiency is very important for all students. Mental strategies may include the following: 

• Counting on 

• Making tens (9 + 7 = 10 + 6) 

• Fact families (8 + 5 = 13 is the same as 13 - 8 = 5) 

• Doubles (7+7=14)

• Doubles plus one (7 + 8 = 7 + 7 + 1)

What you can do to help your child practice these concepts:

· Flash Cards
· Identify shapes in everyday objects and talk about how they can be divided into equal parts.

· Identify the number of sides and angles in shapes found around the house.

· Encourage your child to use an analog clock to identify the hour hand.
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
